“Whereas Council has no desire to repeat mistakes of the past and is of a common mind to see the required remedial efforts to be performed at the Municipal Building completed in an orderly and organized fashion so that we may again occupy our rightful surroundings; and Whereas there will be a need to employ a contractor to make the necessary structural repairs, a contractor to perform the necessary mould remediation, a masonry contractor to make the necessary masonry repairs, and electrical contractor to make the necessary electrical repairs, a heating and air conditioning contractor to make the necessary repairs to the heating and ventilation system, a drywall contractor to make the necessary drywall repairs, an insulation contractor to make the necessary insulation repairs, a painting contractor to do the interior painting and a tile contractor to repair the tile floor in the foyer, as well as the possibility of a flooring contractor and a contractor to re establish the ground grades to promote better drainage with the distinct possibility that others may be required also; and Whereas this variety of tradesman is beyond the scope and ability of Council to administer and advise.  Therefore be it resolved that Council in association with, and with reference to reports provided by Messrs. Rankin and Buelow, put together a complete tender package and request quotes from General Contractors to oversee the entire project and sub contract the various aspects of the project as they see fit; and Be it further resolved that we contract with Messrs. Rankin and Buelow to serve on our behalf as inspectors in their respective areas of expertise.”
