DISCLOSURE OF PECUNIARY INTEREST:  

· Councillor Harper declared a conflict with respect to Item #10- By-law for the sale of unopened shoreline allowances.

GUEST PRESENT:  Larry Taylor, Northern Development Officer, from the Ministry of Northern Development and Mines was present at this meeting to discuss funding programs available through this Ministry.  Programs such as Infrastructure and Community Development – investing in infrastructure to promote growth and economic development; Northern Ontario Youth Internship and Co-op – providing new skills and development opportunities; Northern Energy – supporting energy conservation and generation initiatives for Northern Ontario.  More information is available on the following website www.nohfc.com  Mr. Taylor advised that an application for a multi use building would be accepted under the Infrastructure and Community Development as long as the project is consolidating the services in one building and funding is available up to 50%.  Obtaining additional assistance/funding through other organizations would not jeopardize the approval of an application.  The Township was encouraged to submit an application along with the proper supporting documentation (by-law endorsing the application; costing and engineer work) for consideration. · Councillor Jessup wished to confirm that all members of Council had received copies of the minutes from the Human Resources Committee Meeting - February 20th, 2008.  Councillor Shalla had not yet been able to obtain prices for the Appreciation Night but the information is forthcoming.

· Councillor Florent requested to know the status of the written report from the Chair of the Whitney Recreation Committee.  The Clerk advised that it had not yet been received.

· Councillor Harper requested to know the status of the lease agreement for the office space at the Whitney Seniors building.  The Clerk advised that things will continue as usual until the official paperwork is completed between the Township and the Whitney Seniors and then it will be Council’s decision to lease the office space.

· Councillor Jessup requested to know the status of the wording change for By-law #05-228.  The Clerk advised that the wording will be amended and the By-law will be advertised and brought forward to the March 20th, 2008 meeting for Council’s approval.
ROADS/WASTE MANAGEMENT/BUILDING CODE REPORT:  Gerry Dunn, Works Superintendent/Chief Building Official presented Council with a written and verbal report which outlined the following:
· Truck #5 (2000 International) – exchanged tires with those on Unit #8.
· Truck Tender (3/4 ton truck & plow) – document is still in the preparation stages.

· Employee return to work – to be discussed in closed session

· Sale of Truck #5 – draft advertisement prepared and distributed for Council’s consideration and approval.

· Ministry of Labour (inspection order for Madawaska Works Garage) – all items have been complied with.

· Meeting with Kevin Mooder, Senior Project Manager, Jp2g Consultants – date scheduled for March 26, 2008 at 7:00 p.m.
· Household Hazardous Waste Collection – new program announced to assist with the cost of providing this program – more information is forthcoming.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councillor Jessup presented Council with a verbal report on the Community Policing Advisory Committee (CPAC) meeting which addressed the following:  majority of the accidents in the Killaloe have been deer related which also impacts the policing costs; brochure from COPKA which addressed rights & responsibilities of the police and the public; community justice program; complaint support team; observer network; special events; along with other information.
Councillor Jessup/Florent verbally informed Council of two upcoming events for the Murchison & Lyell Recreation Committee:  Maplefest at Lentz’s Sugar Bush on March 29th, 2008 beginning at 10:00 a.m.; Pancake Brunch at the M&L Community Hall on March 30th, 2008 beginning at 9:00 a.m.
Councillor Harper presented Council with a verbal report regarding the South Algonquin Public Library Board which addressed the following:  last meeting was held on February 25th; meet the author “Brent Connelly”day and brunch was well attended; consideration is being given to the possibility of having the library in Madawaska open the same number of hours as the library in Whitney; 2008 budget is forthcoming by March 14th.

· Councillor Shalla to be appointed as the Council representative for the Whitney Recreation Committee.

· Mayor Bresnahan will be taking the lead on the 2008 Budget process.

Councillor Shalla returned to the Council chambers once discussions were completed on the above mentioned issue.

· Item #4 – S. LaValley dated February 27, 2008 requested permission to construct and entrance off a township road.  A resolution to be prepared and brought forward during ‘Motions of Council’ and Works Superintendent, G. Dunn was also directed to prepare letter regarding working on township road allowances.
· Item #5 – Cheryl Gallant, M.P. dated February 25, 2008.  A resolution to be prepared and brought forward during ‘Motions of Council’.

Clerk H. Luckasavitch brought forward the issue of current Land Use Permit fees for boat houses constructed on unopened shore road allowances within the Township, the current process is not revenue neutral.
