BUSINESS ARISING FROM MINUTES:

· Councillor Shalla requested to know if Council had considered styrofoam poured block wall construction for the addition to the Medical Centre rather then 2”X6” frame construction.  Clerk, H. Luckasavitch was directed to contact the architect and request the necessary drawings for both types of construction.
· Councillor Florent expressed concern with respect to Resolution #07-092 (ownership of MTO gravel pits).  Council reviewed new information provided by Works Superintendent G. Dunn and recommended that a letter be drafted to the MTO requesting if at any time their intent was to relinquish the use of any pits within the Township of South Algonquin that the Township would be interested in obtaining ownership and if not, continue with the present agreement or arrangements.
ROADS/WASTE MANAGEMENT/BUILDING CODE  REPORT: Gerry Dunn, Works Superintendent/Chief Building Official presented Council with a written report resulting in the following resolutions and direction given:

· Draft letter to Ministry of Transportation regarding gravel pits within Township of South Algonquin – defer this matter to the March 15th, 2007 meeting of Council for more discussion.

· Investigate locations within each Ward for possible gravel pits and proceed with steps to obtain permits. 
· March 31, 2007 deadline for 2006 Gas Tax Funding Report.

· March 31, 2007 deadline for 2006 Building Permit Compliance Report.

Luckasavitch advised that the Township had a contract and received funds for maintenance such as: snow removal; grass cutting; painting and the replacement of the windsock but lighting had never been an issue.

Ontario Good Roads Association / Rural Ontario Municipalities Association Conference Report:
Mayor P. Bresnahan and Clerk H. Luckasavitch attended the OGRA/ROMA Conference and met with the Minister of Natural Resources, Hon. David Ramsay with respect to funding for the maintenance of forest access roads within the Township of South Algonquin.  Mr. Ramsay informed Mayor Bresnahan that the Algonquin Forest Authority was the organization that would be responsible for the use of these forest access roads and requested to know if the Council had met with all parties involved.  Mr. Ramsay also advised that he would investigate Section 9 of the Park Act to determine if it would apply to this matter.  In closing it was the Minister’s recommendation to Mayor Bresnahan to utilize the tools available (load restrictions or road closures) to protect the infrastructure within the municipality of South Algonquin.
