Agenda Items:

1. Mayor Dumas called the meeting to order at 6:03 P.M. Welcome & personal
introductions.

2. CEMC Ackney welcomed the group and proceeded with Stakeholder Reports.

3. Melissa Botz of the Renfrew County & District Health unit provided an update and
discussed the spring flooding emergency within Renfrew County this past spring.

4. S.A.F.D. Fire Chief Aurel Thom provided the group with a summary of activities. Fire
bans were instituted in neighbouring municipalities. One forest fire at Major Lake was
supressed by the MNRF as it was located on Crown land.

5. CEMC Brian Ackney presented information pertaining to The Office of the Fire
Marshal and Emergency Management (OFMEM). EMO Field Officer Philippe Geoffrion
will continue to be away on leave until further notice. In his absence, the municipality is
to contact Chris Pittens, Program Manager for EM Field Operations for program



assistance. Fellow Field Officers Teresa Alonzi and John Stothers may also assist. The
spring meeting of the EMO Capital Sector was cancelled due to the spring flood
emergency, as was the spring Township EM meeting. The fall sector meeting for the
Capital Sector is set for October 17" at Ottawa City Hall. EMO has introduced a new
Hazard Identification & Risk Assessment process and Scoring Tool and will hold a Web-
Ex session on September 19" at 9 a.m. to train CEMCs. Some municipalities may be
exempt from holding their annual tabletop exercise if the communities meet strict criteria
established by OFMEM and the application is approved by the Chief of Emergency
Management. South Algonquin is not exempt and the annual Tabletop Exercise will be
held on October 2, 2019. EMO has just released the 2019 Program Compliance
requirements which all municipalities must meet. Requirements remain the same as last
year and municipalities must submit their programs to OFMEM by December 31, 2019.

6. CEMC Ackney presented the Committee/MCG with the 2019 Hazard Identification
and Risk Assessment and Gap Analysis. Severe Weather and Flooding/ Dam failure are
the most probable hazards with the greatest consequence ratings for the municipality in
2019. A discussion on the spring flood emergency in Ontario was undertaken and
Mayor Jane Dumas commented on the flood related meetings held by the Provincial
Government. A review of water management in Ontario is underway and the inclusion of
Third Party assessments will be considered in the water management strategy moving
forward. Locally, After Action Reports and “Lessons Learned” are still being compiled by
affected municipalities and Counties.

7. Following a brief refreshment break the first training session of the evening was
presented. CEMC Ackney has revised the Mass Casualty Response Plan, as appended
to the Municipal Emergency Response Plan for 2019. This year’s Exercise scenario
deals with the collision of two commercial jets resulting in Mass Casualties. The Mass
Casualty Training Program was designed to assist the Municipal Control Group in
responding to such a disaster.

8. A second training Power Point Presentation was also shown illustrating the highly
coordinated response required to respond to this type of disaster which involves
multiple agencies and jurisdictions. The training sessions fulfill the requirements under
the Emergency Management & Civil Protection Act and Ontario Regulation 380/04.

9. The date for the Tabletop Exercise was confirmed by the Committee for October 2,
2019 at 6 P.M. at the municipal office. Additional training pertaining to Incident
Command and Emergency Information will be presented prior to the Exercise.

1. Administration;

We were successful in getting the Senior Community Grant to expand seniors programming to South
Algonquin, Oct 2019 - Mar 2020, this was a joint venture with CRC the intention is weekly activities
and a hot lunch for seniors.

Public Works Department Operations Update

Transportation Services:

Aggregate Fee Disbursements — The Ontario Aggregate Resource Corporation has sent the Township a
significantly greater amount for the 2018 reporting year. Reasons for the increase are twofold. Firstly,
that the municipal portion of the license/permit fees has increased from $0.06/tonne to $0.12/tonne
due to changes in the Aggregate Resources Act. Secondly, that volumes from the recent highway 60
project have been included in the calculation. As these disbursements are intended to compensate
Municipalities for increased operational cost due to aggregate transport on Municipal roads, case was
made on our behalf that where the new aggregate was transported on Provincial highways an equal
amount of excavated material was transported on Municipal roads. It is suggested that these funds be
directed toward local “road maintenance and other administrative matters related to management of
local aggregate resources”.

Municipal Entrances — The resident at 135 Galeairy Lake Road has applied for two new entrances to the
vacant portion of their property located on the northeast corner of Galeairy Lake Road and Maple Drive.
The first proposed entrance would be located on Maple Drive approximately 47 metres north of the
intersection and the second would be located on Galeairy Lake Road approximately 41 metres from the
intersection. Where the entrance locations conform to the MTO Geometric Standards, approval may be
in contravention of section 9.11.2 the Township’s Official Plan that states “The number of accesses to
roads shall be minimized wherever possible in order to maintain an appropriate level of road safety”. The
development of a Municipal Entrance Policy is suggested. Some discussion is required.

Capital Equipment:

Track Excavator — After review of the available warranties we recommend purchasing the 60 month/5000
hour Full Machine Extended Warranty. The Supplier has confirmed that this warranty will adhere to
section 10 of the Tender documents. “Should the tendered Track Excavator require warranty repairs of
any kind including warranty repairs on any supplied and installed equipment, the successful bidder shall
arrange to have the necessary repairs performed on site at the Township of South Algonguin Public Works
Garage. Should repairs not be possible on site, the successful bidder shall make all arrangements necessary
to transport the equipment to the necessary repair location as well as all the arrangements necessary to
return the equipment to the Township of South Algonquin Works Garage and shall pay for all associated
costs”.

Assets:

Surplus Equipment — The sale of surplus equipment has been advertised and will close on October 16,
2019 at 1 pm. A viewing day will be held in the Municipal Work Yard at 24808 Hwy. 60 on October 11"
from9amto 12 pm.

As you may be aware, the Public Reports Regulation (O. Reg. 377/18) under the
Fire Protection and Prevention Act, 1997, was scheduled to come into force on
January 1, 2020. The regulation was established to standardize the reporting of fire
department response time data and make this information available to the public.

Our government has heard concerns about the Public Reports Regulation, including the
system updates that would be required for operationalization and the scope of the
reporting requirements. After hearing this feedback, our government has decided to
repeal the regulation effective August 26, 2019.

Repealing the regulation will allow the ministry to work with stakeholders on a broader
review of how fire service data is collected by the province. After this review is
completed, we will develop balanced options and decide about the potential publication
of fire service data, to best meet the needs of all our fire safety partners.

We are committed to listening to municipalities and our first responders as we work to
create a public safety regime that puts people first and provides our frontline heroes
with the tools and resources they need to keep communities safe.

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FONOM Northeastern Municipal Conference

Was held May 8-10, 2019 and was cohosted with the City of Greater Sudbury. This
event saw 175 delegates attend to hear about new Federal and Provincial
initiatives as well a range of topics for new municipal councillors.

Planning is underway for the 2020 Northeastern Ontario Municipal Conference
taking place in Timmins May 13-15, 2020 which will be the 60" Anniversary of this
event.

Association of Ontario Municipalities (AMO) Conference

This past August, FONOM was well represented at the AMO Conference in Ottawa
and meetings were held with several Provincial Cabinet Ministers. The following is
a summary of the issues raised on behalf of northeastern municipalities and the
recommendations provided to Provincial representatives.

Regulations and Support for Abattoirs in the North-east

FONOM requests the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Affairs to continue to review
compliance requirements and develop regulations for abattoirs that are reasonable
and applied consistently in order to maintain the operation of these facilities in the
north.

Enforcement of Safety on Family Farms

FONOM requests the Hon. Doug Downey, Minister of the Attorney General to work
with his fellow MPP’s and agricultural leaders to find a better way forward to
ensure stronger enforc
