DISCLOSURE OF PECUNIARY INTEREST:  None at this time.

GUESTS PRESENT:  Carl Corbett on behalf of Algonquin Forestry Authority; Jerry Murray on behalf of Murray Brothers Lumber Company Limited; and John McRae on behalf of McRae Mills Limited attended this meeting to discuss Township of South Algonquin Roads that provide access to Algonquin Provincial Park and are primarily used as forest access roads and the issue of funding for the long term maintenance of these roads.
Examples of subject matter that was discussed but not limited to the following:

· Overview of how A.F.A. obtains funding and how that funding is spent – A.F.A. pays for all costs with respect to the logging in Algonquin Park - receive no government funding.
· Maintenance to Public/Forest Access Roads – A.F.A. will maintain roads outside Algonquin Park if the roads are not already being maintained but only to a standard for the A.F.A. – Since 1983 the A.F.A. has had an agreement/contract with M.N.R. to maintain certain roads outside Algonquin Park (roads maintained by the Crown prior to the A.F.A.).
Recommendations:

· Obtain letters of support from other mills/lumber companies who benefit from the materials obtained from Algonquin Park.
· Draft a business case regarding the status of the Forest/Public Access Roads within the Township of South Algonquin and the proposed maintenance schedule for these roads and present it to the Minister of Natural Resources to make him aware of the dollars to be spent and when the dollars would be required in a further attempt to obtain government funding.
· Share expertise – A.F.A. offered to assist the Township of South Algonquin with there expertise in the field of road building/maintenance and bridge design/maintenance.
Mr. Corbett presented Mayor Bresnahan with a letter of support to assist the Township of South Algonquin in seeking government funding for the long term maintenance of public access roads located in the Township, in order to benefit all users of these roads.

Mr. Corbett requested to know what Council’s intentions were with respect to the Major Lake Road prior to the A.F.A. and Murray Brothers signing an agreement.  Councillor Florent advised that he was prepared to put a motion forward to not put half loads on that road again until Spring 2008.
