“Following discussions at a Special Council Meeting held on August 17, 2006 with respect of a potential partnership with the Murchison/Lyell District School Authority for major renovations to the Madawaska School to include a shared new library and a shared public hall, a Task Force was struck by Mayor Etmanski to explore all funding options.  The Task Force met on August 30, 2006 and agreed to pursue in principle, a partnership with the Murchison/Lyell District School Authority based upon the following conditions:  1) That the new proposed shared facilities will be funded within existing general operating costs so as to not increase municipal taxes.  Additionally, the Township will pursue funding through its eligibility for a grant from the Northern Ontario Heritage Fund.  2) That as soon as the new facility is built, our municipality will demolish the existing recreation hall and library in order to realize the anticipated savings from ongoing annual maintenance costs.  3) That the multi-purpose facility to accommodate a library and recreational events will allow the gymnasium/hall to accommodate all present recreational events, including events requiring a liquor license.  4) That details with respect to operational plans, layout, ownership, and maintenance agreements will have to be negotiated to the municipality’s satisfaction during the next few months should the project become a reality, failing which the municipality will withdraw its support of the project.”
