Tracy Cannon, Planning and Building Administrator reviewed the report f with a
recommendation to approve Zoning By-law amendment application ZBA 2022-01 which would
rezone

20 Douglas Lane from Shoreline Residential to Shoreline Residential Exception Five (SR-5) to
reduce minimum lot area from 1 hectare to 0.3 hectares and reduce minimum lot frontage from
60 metres to 28 metres and rezone 22 Douglas Lane from Shoreline Residential to Shoreline
Residential Exception Six (SR-6) to reduce minimum lot area from 1 hectare to 0.3 hectares and
reduce minimum lot frontage from 60 metres to 28 metres and reduce minimum interior side
setback from 5 metres to 2.1 metres to allow for an existing accessory structure.
